To celebrate its 150

th
 

anniversary as a 
collegiate institution, 
Keystone College in 
LaPlume, Pennsylvania, 
recognized eight key 

members of their Athletic Hall of 
Fame, as cornerstones of the 
Athletic Department, representing 
different decades from the 1890’s to 
the present day.  Hoop Historian 
Dennis Mishko represented the 
1970-1990s as a 25-year basketball 
coach and a 20-year soccer coach 
at the college.  Mishko’s basketball 
teams compiled a 520-160 record 
and advanced to the National  
Junior College Athletic Association 
national championship game in both 
1986 and 1989.  In soccer Mishko is 
the school’s all-time winningest 
coach and produced 11 national 
soccer All-Americans.  Included in 
the list of the eight individuals who 
were recognized is Major League 
Baseball Hall of Fame pitcher 
Christy Mathewson, who played at 
Keystone in 1895-1898.
